CRITERIA 
 
• Enrollment as an undergraduate student at IUSB. 
 
• Completion of 48 or more semester hours by the end of the spring academic semester. 
 
• Strong academic record, at least a 3.0 overall grade point average. 
 
• Preference will be given to those who exhibit an interest in the interaction of 

science and religion, by their coursework and stated research interests. 
 
AMOUNT 
 
The scholarship will be for $500. 
 
APPLICATION PROCEDURE
